Competitors entering more than one event must complete an entry form for EACH event.

Clubs are responsible to ensure skaters are registered with Skate Canada.

Registration: Registration will begin at the Arena, one hour prior to the start of schedule.

Medal Presentations: Medals will be awarded to the top three skaters in each event. Medals will be presented
at the arena following an announcement.

Qualifying Categories: Skaters qualifying to go to Provincials must register and pay for Provincials online,
immediately following the completion of their event, and no later than January 23, 2019. The link for
registration is: https://skatenf.uplifterinc.com.

Note: Provincials is a qualifying event for Atlantic Canadian Championships. All qualified skaters must
register and pay for all related entry fees during the Provincial Championship event.

Byed Categories: All Star 8, 9, 10 and Gold Freeskate; CompetitiveSkate; Special Olympic and ADULT Skate
competitors shall receive a bye through the Divisional Championships.

Registration for byed categories must be completed no later than January 23, 2019. Registration will open
December 5, 2018 at: https://skatenf.uplifterinc.com.

Byes may also be granted in single entry categories for all Divisional championships. It is the responsibility of
the host committee to inform skaters if they are eligible for a bye (in a single entry category) not later than 7
days after the closing date for entries to the Divisional Championships. Skaters then have 7 days from the date
of notice, to accept a bye and withdraw without penalty.

Additional byes may be granted in extenuating circumstances and must be made in writing with supporting
documents to the executive committee of Skate Canada Newfoundland and Labrador.
